Install
Install Eclipse ?.? or greater

Install the Eclipse Maven plug-in
Eclipse 3.x

“Sonatype supports the Subversive integration which is the official SVN integration at Eclipse, but the community has contributed the Subclipse support. So both variants will be available and Maven IDE will ship with the Java-based SVNKit connector.”
· If you installed Eclipse 3.7 (or earlier) then you must also get this plug-in. There seem to be more than one Maven Eclipse plug-in.

m2eclipse appears to be the favored one as it comes with future versions of Eclipse.
· m2eclipse documentation at http://wiki.eclipse.org/Maven_Integration says:
· Use Help -> Install New Software…
· http://download.eclipse.org/technology/m2e/releases
· Select Maven Integration for Eclipse (you don’t need the optional components).
· Maven does not know about Subversion by default. You must also install a software configuration management (SCM) handler for Subversion. cTAKES Apache source is in Apache’s SVN repository. This is currently an SVN 1.6 implementation.
· Help -> Install New Software…

Select Core SVNKit Library
· Or
· File -> New -> Project… -> Maven -> Checkout Maven Project from SCM
· If you do not have an SCM handler use the m2emarketplace link to install one.

Eclipse 4.x
· Eclipse already has Maven plug-ins incorporated.
· Maven does not know about Subversion by default. Install a connector.
· Help -> Eclipse Marketplace …
· Search for “subversive, scm”
· Install the Subversive -SVN Team Provider
· After restarting you should be prompted to install a Subversive connector required by SVN Team Provider. SVN Kit 1.7.5 (or later) is required. Install all that comes with it.
· File -> New -> Project… -> Maven -> Checkout Maven Project from SCM
· If you do not have an SCM handler use the m2emarketplace link to install one.
· Select the m2e-subversive from Sonatype



Download source
· File -> New -> Project… -> Maven -> Checkout Maven Project from SCM
· Enter the cTAKES Apache SVN location  svn.apache.org/repos/asf/incubator/ctakes/trunk 
· Next
· Finish
· After downloads happen, leave all the projects selected
· Next
· There will be more Maven plug-in connectors that need to be installed. This should come up automatically.
· Finish
· Yet another set of m2e connectors will prompt to install. Go ahead, install them.
· Need to set the HOME env variable - something about Git location.









During an import if your Maven SCM type is not selectable then you forgot to install and SCM handler.
