The survey software allows you to develop specialized reports for your district, using filters that can be set in the reports.  Filters are used to “filter” only the information you want, such as a specific type of respondent.  Thus, the district can generate reports that are disaggregated in a variety of ways.

Start by clicking on the student survey.  This will bring up a report of the data aggregated across all the students who took the survey. To save any report, click on “convert to PDF” (next to the “add filter” button, and you will get a PDF file which you can re-name, save, and print.

Next, we’ll look at an example of using the filter feature.  Click on the “add filter” button at the top right of the report (next to the convert to pdf button).  This will take you to a page that initially has no filters set.  Click “add a filter,” then click on “select question.” Suppose, for example, you want to look at whether male or female students have different responses.  You would click on “Select question” and scroll down until you get to the question “Are you male or female.” To see the responses of just male students, click on “Male” from “Select answer.”  Next, click on “Apply” to apply this filter.  Then click on “Back” to go back to the survey report.  All of the results now reflect only the responses of male students.  You can, if you wish, add filters that are combined.  For example, you could look at the responses of male students who use the computer from home daily. To delete a filter, click on the “X” located at the far right of the filter.
