Hi,

I am creating a pdf file dynamically from data retrieved from a database and trying to store it in a Blob column in one of the tables.  The other columns are descriptive.  We are already storing pdf files in this table, but these pdf files already exist on a drive.  My pdfs are in memory.

I am trying to use existing methods and the following methods show how this is done with existing pdfs stored on the drive.

String fileName = adminDocEvent.getOriginalDocName();




byte[] fileAsBytes = (byte[]) adminDocEvent.getFile();




String mimeType = adminDocEvent.getMimeType();

The fileAsBytes refers to the pdf.

The following is the method in the DAO file which calls the stored proc to add the pdf document to the table:

Using this example, I have the following code in the class that calls the DAO:

file = (Object) pdfDocument;  



byte[] fileAsBytes = (byte[]) file;
pdfDocument is the document I have in memory.

This is done after I assemble the pdf by adding chunks, and tables.

I get the following error message:
