Adjournment and Closing Prayers

	The meeting commenced at 3.30pm with an opening prayer by Dorothy Anum (‘88).

In the absence of the interim Chairman Ter Akaa (‘82) Anthony Akhidenor (‘88) stood in with permission. He welcomed members to the monthly meeting.


The minutes of the last meeting was read by Wale Olatunde (‘91) who acted as temporary secretary of the meeting.


Corrections were made as it relates to name misspellings and typographical errors. Also it was agreed upon for accountability, that the Secret Bag collection be stated/announced at the end of every meeting or in the next meeting.

The motion for adoption of the minutes was moved by Gbenga Oyeneyin (‘88) and seconded by Umar Abdullahi (‘91)



A member of the Pictorial magazine committee, Umar Abdullahi (‘91) briefed the house on the latest developments which included:
· No of pages to be achieved (12 pages), advert pages, quality of magazine, etc.
· Types of pictures to be used
· Cost implications of N60,000 for a range of 100-150 copies.
· Name of magazine which saw 2 (two) options like: 
1: COJOSA 2010/11 Annual Pictorial Magazine
2: COJOSA events 2010/11
· When to lunch the magazine (end of year party)
· How much to sell the magazine at the after its lunching (N1000)

The committee was commended for a job well done. The house then went on to look at issues thrown at it:
· On pages, it was concluded that should not be limited to 12 (but rather minimum).
· On cost, it agreed that when d draft copy is produced, conclusions can be made on total cost implication and the fund can be raised then. 
· On the issue of advert page, Angela Agbayekhai (‘87) mentioned the idea of goodwill messages if it can also be included. Also a section for subscription was suggested by Patrick Nwatu (‘86). A price tag of N5,000 minimum (half page) - N10,000 (full page) was agreed on by the house.
· Name of Magazine: Anthony Akhidenor (‘88) suggested that Abuja be included in the name. Gowdin Okpe (‘87) also suggested the idea of Abj instead of Abuja. The name ‘COJOSA ABJ EVENTS 2010/11’ was finally agreed. 
· Cost of magazine outside lunching was suggest by Anthony Akhidenor (‘88) to be N1,000 minimum. After deliberation, a final fee of N500 was agreed. 

An Idea of a raffle draw and a caricature page was also raised by Ene Ejiga (‘88). 
Anthony Akhidenor (‘88) also suggested that some copies can be sold to other branches.
It was also concluded that each set will make a contribution of N10,000 to facilitate the production of the magazine.


Kehinde Soje (‘93) presented the house with the financial report after kicking it off with an apology for her absence from the last meeting. From her report as at July, we had a balance of N17,790 brought forward out of which we spent N1000 to print the financial cards which was sold for N100 (each)  to members at the July meeting;
· Secret bag collection -                  N3,250 
· Payment for Financial cards  –  N2,400
· Stickers for association –              N1,500
· New registrations at July –            N5,000
· Monthly dues collection –       N41,500

Close of July Bal. Total               N70,440

For the preparation of October meetings, expenditure carried out:
· Canopies – N10,000
· Refreshments was donated by celebrants for October
· Gifts for 2 nos celebrant for the months of Sept and Oct respectively - N12,000. 
Bringing the total expenditure to N22,000
Cash at hand (balance) - N48,440 (excluding monies to be made from present meeting). 
Kenneth Achille (’89) then added that secret bag collection for September meeting was N14,000.

In the Absence of the head of committee, Ter Akaa (‘82), Adams John (‘86) (a member of the committee read its report to the house which summaries as follows:
· Terms of Reference.
· Election Time-table.
· Election guidelines. 
· Normination Form
· Election day
· Voting materials
· Certificate of return
· Swearing-in ceremony
With the above mentioned, the adoption of the electoral report was moved by Gbenga Oyeneyin (‘88) and seconded Ene Ejiga (‘88).
A date for the elections was agreed upon to be 5th Nov. when the next meeting will be holding, with close of collection of nomination forms to close on the 29th Oct And a date for the swearing-in was also agreed upon which was agreed to be at the End of Year Party.

Anthony Akhidenor updated the house on the COJOSA national/international body’s pet project with all the Chapters coming together to implement a project for the school in Jos with contribution from the first 17 sets to put together a contribution of 1million naira (per set) amounting to a total of 17 million naira to be implemented with the guidance of a committee to be set up by the body. 
Also with a talk of approaching the Army to make enquiries based on funds allotted to the school for maintaining it. 
Anthony went further to update the house on the findings of the inspection carried out by the (Lagos chapter COJOSA branch) president and Vice president of the Lagos chapter on the 29 & 30th of Sept conducted around by the new commandant Lt. Col A.P Oguntola. The update on their findings was posted on the COJOSA yahoo group site for all to see such as:
· No of students
· No of teachers
· Subjects taught
· Facilities in the classrooms
· Hostels facilities
· Laboratories
· Library status
· Sport facilities
· Electricity system
· Water system
To mention a few.
John A. Sagai mentioned to the house that he was not in agreement of a probe with Mutaa Chorrie (’88) also agreeing with John. 

Members present introduced themselves, stating names, year of graduation, house belonged to, work place and marital status.

John A. Sagai (‘86) brought up the idea that couples whose babies were born this year will host next meeting. So it was agreed that the babies will host the next meeting.
Anthony Akhidenor thanked Soji Williams (’91) for the pictures taken at the last meeting for which he (Soji) also made hard copies available to the Branch, Congratulations also went out to Mutaa Chorrie (‘86) who was recently promoted by his organisation (FRSC). 
The Fin. Sec ( Kehinde Soje) told the house that the Secret Bag collection amounted to N8,950;00


Anthony Akhidenor closed the day with a closing remark. 


The meeting came to a close at about 6:30pm with a closing prayer from Umar Abdullahi (91’)
