Background

The 20-year armed conflict between the Government of Uganda with the Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) has displaced almost 2 million people in Northern Uganda. There are approximately 200 IDP camps in northern and eastern Uganda.

Recent improvements in security conditions have led to significant population return in large parts of Lango and Teso sub-regions. It is estimated that approximately 35,000 have returned to their areas of origin in central Lira district between January and June. An additional 150,000 IDPs are currently in the process of returning. 

UNDP is conducting Rapid Needs Assessments (RNA) in areas of return to obtain a cross-sectoral picture of needs at the parish and subcounty level. The RNA are based on a survey for which UNDP needs to develop a database. The database is to provide easily accessible information which can be sorted according to the requirements of the users (Government, donor, UN agency, NGO, Community Based Organization.  

Responsibilities

Working directly with the UNDP Early Recovery staff, especially in the sub-offices, the consultant will be responsible for developing a database which:

· is based on industry standards; 

· is user-friendly;

· can sort information according to multiple queries;

· is easy to update and manage, and is well documented;

· processes both quantitative and qualitative data;

· is configurable with potential for plug-in capability;

· can generate diverse reports in a user-friendly format

Deliverables:

Functional database in MS Access capturing all data gathered through surveys as part of the RNAs.
