Maintain an aggressive As Low As Reasonably Achievable (ALARA) program which clearly instills
employee ownership.

Ensure all activities affecting radiation safety are performed in accordance with approved procedures,
follow industry “best plus” practices, and adhere to high quality standards.

Ensure all radiological policies, procedures, and processes meet or exceed regulatory and legal
reguirements.

Maintain an active role in the development of industry nuclear standards of excellence for radiation
protection.
