The words stop, stand, stance, bay can be followed by an alphameric string to allow for stop codes – A, 1, A1, 1A, 23, FG etc ... we limit the numeric part to 99 and the alpha to two characters either before or after the numeric.

Words which indicate a relationship (nr, opp, o/s, adj, etc) can be followed by an alphameric string to allow for house numbers – 3, 27A etc.  In this case the numeric component has to allow for values to 9999, with or without a single following alpha character.
