BACKGROUND

Surabaya river of 41 km length is situated in the Brantas catchment area in East Java Province. Flowing across the heavily populated Surabaya city of more than 3 million inhabitants,  the river is used for discharging both domestic and industrial wastes. In contrast, the river is used for raw water source for drinking water production and industrial processes.

The water quality of Surabaya river shows deteriorating condition, particularly BOD, COD, suspended solids and dissolved oxygen. A number of pollution control actions have been performed by the local government since the last decade, but no satisfactory result was achieved. 

In relation to this problem, development of industrial wastewater treatment technology has been accelerated. Strategy and policy for waste minimization has also been far developed. This Seminar intends to provide a forum to discuss and disseminate recent advances in scientific research, technologies and management approaches developed for creating a better industrial effluent and river water quality. Anyone who concerns about this problem and works in this field of expertise is warmly welcome to actively participate in this Seminar.

Program during the Seminar includes plenary lectures, oral and poster presentations of the following subjects:

1. Policy and strategy for river water pollution control, water quality monitoring program, ecotoxicology

2. Recent trends of water pollution control technology

3. Industrial waste treatment processes

4. Cleaner production, ecoefficiency, zero waste
